THIS RELEASE AND WAIVER OF LIABILITY (“Release”), made this _________ day

having legal custody and/or the legal guardian(s) of Volunteer (“Guardian”), residing at ________

D’Iberville Volunteers Foundation, Inc., a nonprofit corporation, and its directors, officers, employees, and agents (collectively, the “Foundation”),

WITNESSETH THAT:

WHEREAS, the Volunteer and Guardian desire that the Volunteer work as a Volunteer for the Foundation, including but not limited to constructing and rehabilitating residential buildings, working in offices and other facilities of the Foundation, and living in housing provided for the volunteers of  the Foundation (“Work”);

WHEREAS, the Volunteer’s Work may be hazardous to the Volunteer; and

WHEREAS, it is the policy of the Foundation that each Volunteer and Guardian of a minor Volunteer shall release the Foundation from all liabilities which arise from such Volunteer’s Work, prior thereto and as a condition thereof, and conform to the Volunteer Policy of the Foundation, attached hereto (“Volunteer Policy”);

NOW THEREFORE, the Volunteer and Guardian do hereby freely, voluntarily, and without duress execute this Release on the following terms and conditions:

1.  Release.  
The Volunteer and Guardian hereby release, forever discharge, and hold harmless the Foundation and its successors and assigns from all liabilities, claims, and demands of whatever kind or nature, either in law or equity, which arise from or are related to, directly or indirectly, the Volunteer’s Work and any first aid or other medical treatment or service rendered to or authorized on behalf of the Volunteer in connection therewith, whether caused by negligence of the Foundation or otherwise.


The Volunteer and Guardian understand that this Release releases the Foundation from all liabilities for any death, injury, illness, or property damage that may arise from Volunteer’s Work.  The Volunteer and Guardian further understand that the Foundation does not assume any responsibility for or obligation to provide financial assistance or other assistance to the Volunteer or Guardian for any death, injury, illness, or property damage that may arise from the Volunteer’s Work.


2.  Volunteer Policy.  The Volunteer shall conform to the Volunteer Policy.  (See attached Volunteer Policy.)


3.  Assumption of Risk.  The Volunteer and Guardian hereby assume the risk of death, injury, illness, or property damage which arises from or is related to, directly or indirectly, the Volunteer’s Work, notwithstanding that the Volunteer and Guardian understand that the Volunteer’s Work may be hazardous to the Volunteer.


4.  Insurance.  The Foundation does not assume any responsibility for or obligation to provide health, medical, or disability insurance coverage for the Volunteer.  The Volunteer and Guardian understand that they are expected and encouraged to obtain the Volunteer’s own health, medical, and disability insurance coverage.


5.  Images and Recordings.   The Volunteer and Guardian hereby grant and convey unto the Foundation all rights, titles, and interests in any and all photographic images and/or video or audio recordings made by the Foundation during the Volunteer’s Work and any royalties, proceeds, or other benefits derived therefrom.


6.  Miscellaneous.  This Release shall be governed by and is intended to be as broad and inclusive as permitted by the laws of the State of Mississippi.  In the event that any clause or provision of this Release shall be held invalid by any court of competent jurisdiction, the invalidity of such clause or provision shall not otherwise affect the remaining provisions of this Release, which shall continue to be enforceable.  This Release shall be binding on and inure to the benefit of the Volunteer, the Guardian, and the Foundation and their respective heirs, personal representatives, devisees, legatees, successors, and assigns.  This Release supersedes any and all previous agreements, either oral or in writing, between the Volunteer and/or the Guardian and the Foundation with respect to the subject matter of this Release.  No amendment or waiver of this Release or any provision hereof shall be valid unless in writing and signed by the Volunteer, the Guardian, and the Foundation.
