POLICIES RELATING TO WORK ACTIVITIES BY
VOLUNTEERS WHO ARE LESS THAN EIGHTEEN (18) YEARS OF AGE
1.
Age Restrictions.   The D’Iberville Volunteers Foundation will accept volunteers who are less than eighteen (18) years of age under the following conditions:

●
Volunteers who are under fourteen (14) of age years must be accompanied and supervised at all times by a parent or legal guardian.

●
Volunteers who are between the ages of fourteen (14) and seventeen (17) must be accompanied and supervised at all times by one adult for every three youth volunteers.

●
Volunteers who are under eighteen (18) years of age must provide the D’Iberville Volunteers Foundation with a signed a Minor’s Release and Waiver of Liability form.

2.
Workplace Requirements.  No volunteers who are less than eighteen (18) years of age will be allowed to participate in volunteer activities unless the following conditions are met prior to initiation of such work, and/or confirmed by responsible work-team/group leaders:

●
Volunteers shall be properly trained and/or instructed regarding the tasks that they are expected to perform.

●
Volunteers shall be informed on the inherent dangers, if any, that may be associated with the tasks that they are assigned and how to avoid on-the-job accidents.

●
Volunteers shall be informed of the safety procedures that they are required to follow while performing their assigned tasks.

●
Volunteers shall be supervised at all times during their work by competent adults who are trained and/or experienced in the type of work that the volunteers are performing.

●
Volunteers shall wear protective clothing, foot gear (close-toed shoes or boots), hard hats, gloves, and other requisite apparel when necessary or required.
●
Volunteers shall work no more than eight (8) hours in any 24-hour period.
●
Volunteers must take at least fifteen (15) minutes of rest and hydration each hour.

3.
Work Activity Inclusions.  Volunteers who are less than eighteen (18) years or age will be allowed to participate in the following work activities provided they are experienced or trained, properly supervised, and the facilities are deemed safe for such activities:

●
Mucking-out and flooded cleaning homes

●
Demolition of small structures or building such as sheds

●
Insulation removal and/or installation provided eye protection, breathing masks, and appropriate clothing are worn at all times

●
Removal and/or installation of roofing materials, including asphalt shingles, tarpaper, soffitt and fascia boards, and/or metal roofing on single story structures only.
●
Drywall removal and/or installation including hanging, taping, mudding, sanding, finishing, and priming

●
Removal and/or installation of cabinets, shelving, vanities, plumbing appliances, and other household structures

●
Removal and/or installation of doors, windows, and other similar structures

●
Removal and/or installation of molding, trim, baseboards, and similar structures

●
Removal and/or installation of siding and skirting (around mobile homes)

●
Priming and painting of home interiors and exteriors including trim boards

●
Removal and transport of household interior and exterior debris, including but not limited to, household items, demolition materials, and tree debris

●
Lawn mowing and weed removal with gasoline-powered mowers and weed whackers

●
Stick-frame construction (carpentry) and finish carpentry of new homes and buildings

4.
Work Activity Exclusions.  No volunteers who are less than eighteen (18) years or age will be allowed to participate in the following work activities:

●
Electrical wiring or rewiring that may involve energized circuits
●
Removal and/or installation of roofing materials, including asphalt shingles, tarpaper, soffitt and fascia boards, and/or metal roofing on multistory structures.
●
Installation of roof trusses on any structure
●
Tree felling and/or trimming

●
Bleaching and sanitizing of mucked-out homes where volatile cleaning fluids may cause breathing or lung problems

5.
Equipment Inclusions.  Volunteers who are less than eighteen (18) years of age will be allowed to use the following equipment apparatuses, tools, et cetera, provided they are properly trained and supervised:

●
Traditional hand tools used by carpenters, plumbers, roofers, and handymen

●
Corded and cordless drills for installing drywall sheets

●
Corded and cordless sanding devices
●
Gasoline-powered lawn mowers, weed whackers, and leaf blowers

●
Drywall cutting tools including utility knives and key-hole saws

6.
Equipment Exclusions.  No volunteers who less than eighteen (18) years of age will be allowed to utilize the following equipment, apparatuses, tools, et cetera:

●
Power saws including bench saws, chop saws, reciprocating saws, skill saws, et cetera.
●
Gasoline-powered chainsaws and pole saws

●
Roto-Zip or similar powered cutting devices
●
Drywall stilts and drywall jacks

●
Blow torches, welders, propane torches, and other cutting/joining devices

●
Nail guns or powder-actuated tools

●
Motorized vehicles, including trucks and vans

●
Heavy, motorized equipment including “bobcats,” tractors, fork-lifts, et cetera
